most prominent needs required in each region.
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Summary of the comparative reality of the Palestinians.
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Indicators of the humanitarian situation in Jerusalem:
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Collective attempts to expel Palestinian citizens have focused on Khan al-Ahmar,
Batn al-Hawa neighborhood in Silwan, Sheikh Jarrah neighborhood, the seizure of
Jerusalemite houses, and the confiscation of 14,701 identities since 1967.
